The Power of a Focused Heart by Mary Lou Redding 
The subtitle of this book is ñ8 life lessons from the Beatitudes.ò  During 
this past Lenten season, I spent two weeks preaching on the 
Beatitudes from Jesusô Sermon on the Mount.  I could have easily 
preached on each of the Beatitudes and after reading The Power of a 
Focused Heart, I discovered an even greater depth of the Beatitudes. 
These teachings, found in Matthew 5:1-12, describe the new 

community that Jesus was creating; a community that is referred to more than seventy times in 
scripture as the ñKingdom of God.ò  This is a community that depicts a relationship with God and 
with one another. The book also offers a group study guide after each chapter.  
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Senior Pastorôs Perspective: Peeking over Someoneôs Shoulder 
  

 Have you ever been tempted to peek over someoneôs 
shoulder to see what they put in the offering plate? Have you ever 
caught someone peeking at you to see what you were putting in? No 
wonder people like using offering envelopes.  
 I think we can confidently say that most of us donôt give to the 
church for the sake of being seen. Why impress those around us 
when it is only God that matters?  
 Itôs stated that when we give, not only should we not tell 
others, but donôt even tell yourself. Jesus said, ñDo not let your left 
hand know what your right hand is doingò (Matthew 6:3-4). In other 
words, there is no need of patting yourself on the back after you have 
given your offering or tithe. How funny would it look if after the 
offering plate passed by your row, everybody started patting 
themselves on their back. Jesus is saying, ñLet God do the patting.ò 
 To not pay attention to ourselves while we give, is the kind of 
thinking that helps us to avoid self-righteousness. We should be so 
moved by Godôs Holy Spirit to give that it should be impossible for us 
not to give and to think of no one else but God when we are giving. 
 Many of us might be giving because we want to experience a 
ñunitive consciousness--the awareness that we are all one, which 
gives us justification for giving to the church and the needy.ò Our 
weekly prayer should be that we let God show us how to live in ways 
that meet the needs of others. 
 I saw this quote recently, ñThe paradox of our time in history is 
that we have taller buildings but shorter tempers, wider Freeways, but 
narrower viewpoints. We spend more, but have less, we buy more, 
but enjoy less. We have bigger houses and smaller families, more 
conveniences, but less time. We have more degrees but less sense, 
more knowledge, but less judgment, more experts, yet 
more problems, more medicine, but less wellness.ò  
 May how we give through the church impact the world. May 
we find our ñunitive consciousness.ò And it is with this attitude that we 
will find no need of looking over any shoulders or for anyone to look 
over ours.

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Family Promise - 2015 Highlights

     The annual report for 2015 was released and highlighted by Executive Director Mary 
Saunders recently. Together the Windward and Honolulu sites served 243 parents and 
children. The average stay for our guests was 97 days (3+ months). Families were provided 
with financial counseling and case management services by Program Manager Christie 
McPherson and her social work students.  Of those counseled, 100% of families were able to 
secure or maintain employment.  With 31 host and 29 support churches 10,268 bed nights and 
30,804 meals were provided to the guests. Our members were part of 1,500+ volunteers who 
helped to provide over 30,000 hours of service to the families.  Of the families hosted, 80% 
have been able to find housing.  
          June 12-19 is our next rotation to host Family Promise families and we will need 7 pairs 
of volunteers to stay overnight as well as cook dinners each night.  Please consider signing up 
for one of the nights as we work to put families into homes.  To those who have helped in the 
past with meals and to those who stayed overnight, mahalo nui loa!

The Background of Pentecost 
Pentecost was the second of the three great 
feasts in Hebrew society. It was originally 
referred to as the "Feast of Harvest" and 
later as the "Feast of Weeks." The day was 
the culmination of a seven-week agricultural 
season that concluded with a one-day 
festival held on the first day after the 
seventh Sabbath after Passover. In its 
original setting (Numbers 28:26), it was a 
sacrificial presentation of the first fruits of 
the harvest. In Jesus' time, the holiday took 
on a more festive tone with a final 
communal meal to which the poor were 
invited (Acts 2:1ï21). 
 

If ever there is a day for Christian churches 
to shout "Alleluia, Amen!" this is it. 
Pentecost is, quite literally, the birthday of 
the Christian church.  
 

Red is the traditional color for the day of 
Pentecost. It is derived from the fiery flames 
leaping above the heads of the startled 
disciples. The symbols: Flames, Wind, Dove 
& Language.
