This book offers wonderful and relevant tools for Christians. However, I 
struggled with the bookôs politics and theology. Yet it offers the value of 
learning how to have difficult faith discussions with those you disagree 
with and how to maintain respect for them. This book has valuable 
information that will help us understand how society has changed and its 
view of the church. We need to continue to work at keeping our church in 
a place of relevancy in this world. The book states, ñWe are called by  
Jesus to love not to tolerate.ò 
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Senior Pastorôs Perspective: So what does Spiritual Growth look 
like? (Part 1) 
      
     Tyler Edwards is the author of Zombie Church: Breathing Life 
Back into the Body of Christ, and he shares these following 
suggestions on what spiritual growth looks like: 
 

Youôre Digging into Deeper Theology 
Just as a childôs diet changes as he or she matures, so does the 
baby Christian's. To borrow the metaphor in 1 Peter 2, we start off on 
the "milk" of basic truths about God, but the expectation is that we 
grow beyond the basics. To "chew" on more advanced concepts.  
 

Youôre Not Waiting on Others to Feed You 
Too many Christians still want a pastor or leader to spoon-feed them. 
That's not good enough for growing Christians.  Anyone who has 
been a Christian for longer than a year should be ableðat least 
partiallyðto feed themselves. 
 

Youôre Learning and Teaching 
Notice that the expectation of Scripture is that, in time, all Christians 
should be teachers. Teaching the Gospel is a biblical expectation for 
all Christians. The gift of teaching is not for all, of course, but the 
ability to relay, share and help others grow is for all of us. 
 

     Recently I preached a series here at Judd Street titled ñHow to be 
Spiritual Without Being Religious.ò One of the reasons for doing so 
was because it speaks to people who are offended by churches who 
tell them specifically what to believe and then tell them if you donôt 
believe exactly the way they do, then you are not a true Christian.  
     
 God has given us all a mind, and we have relationships with God 
that are different from one another. We allow our members to ask 
questions without fear of being told they are wrong or sinful. We grow 
and learn together. ñWhoever you are and wherever you are on your

The following is an excerpt from Kristenôs request to 
the Chun Ku and Soo Yong Huang Foundation 
Endowment for this scholarship: 
 

     My name is Kristen Young and I am a member of 
UCC Judd. I have attended this church regularly 
throughout my childhood and teen years. In recent 
years, I have been working as a Youth Ministry Leader 
at a neighbor UCC church and have not been able to 
be as active at my home church as I would have liked. 
However, I feel that UCC Judd has nurtured me to be 
able to take my faith out into the community. At the 
end of August, I am going to Peru for one year during 
which I will serve as a Young Adult Volunteer through 
the Presbyterian Mission Agency. 
     The Young Adult Volunteer (YAV) program is a 
service opportunity for young adults from 19 to 30 
years of age. Volunteers of the YAV program live in 
 intentional Christian community, deepening and developing their faith while serving alongside 
partners in sites across the United States and around the world. I am one of three volunteers 
who will be serving in Peru and the only volunteer from Hawaii. During my year of service, I will 
stay with a host family. My site placement is the Casa del Buen Trato in Huanuco, Peru. It is a 
shelter for children and adolescent survivors of sexual abuse.

Nation Youth Event 2016 

 Our youth and chaperones had a wonderful time at the National Youth Event. Not only did 
they get to see their outer island friends and meet people from around the country, but they were 
also inspired by the worship experiences and speakers. Our youth had an opportunity to help lead 
worship through song and dance. They did an amazing job and had a great time doing it.  
Nearly all of the keynote speakers at the NYE were youth themselves. We were able to see how 
the Holy Spirit has worked in them so that they could believe in themselves and their abilities and 
through them so that they used those strengths and abilities to make real changes in the world. 
Their stories were moving and have ignited our youth to take risks for God, too.  
 
A Snapshot of the Two of the Keynote Speakers: 
 Trisha Prabhu, a 16-year-old from outside Chicago, heard about a young girl who committed 
suicide after being bullied online. Trisha was heartbroken and angry that this could happen and 
decided that something needed to be done.  She began writing a program aimed to stop 
cyberbullying. Her program, called ReThink, gives teens a chance to rethink their negative 
comments before anyone else reads them. It has proven to be 97% effective in preventing 
cyberbullying. 
 

 Hadiqa Bashir is only 14 years old, but she is already an activist against child marriage in 
Pakistan. In 2014, she founded the organization Girls United for Human Rights. In 2015, Hadiqa 
was awarded the Muhammed Ali Humanitarian Award.
